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The National Institutes of Health just launched a research program designed to speed up health research and medical breakthroughs – and they’re asking for one million people to take part.

The All of Us Research Program was created to advance precision medicine – that’s health care that is uniquely based on each individual. The program is asking one million volunteers to share different types of health and lifestyle information – information like where you live, what you do, and your family health history. 

This information – from people healthy or sick - of all walks of life across America – could help researchers better understand health differences and enable research to more precisely prevent and treat a variety of health conditions.
